1 Last month, the firefighters of the
Yermo/Calico Fire District attended 368
HOURS of training. This did not include
the normal Tuesday night fire drills. This
was time that each of the firefighters
VOLUNTEERED to take extra training
courses. Most of them were through San
Bernardino Fire and the Victor Valley PCF
academy in Victorville.

1 A PowerPoint projector has been donated
to the fire district for training.

1 A billing process has been put in place to
bill non-district individuals for fire
responses (primarily accident victims on |-
15) YERMO RESIDENTS ARE NOT
BILLED. This puts money back into our
budget that is from treating out of area
individuals.

0 Currently we have collected
approx. $10,000.00 in fees to the
fire budget. We have
approximately $25,000.00
currently billed for collection since
this was put in place in April 2010.

1 A grant for approx. $9,000.00 was written
for fire supplies and that supplies has been
purchased.

9 An additional grant has been written for
another $10,000.00 and we are awaiting
authorization to being purchasing.

I We have had several businesses or
individuals donate special talents to help
the fire district: Ron/ Sandi Brown has
been kind enough to sew patches on fire
uniforms free, Josh Roake has made

welding repairs, Firestone Barstow has
donated repairs to several fire apparatus,

This tool will allows the
district to track all information about the
fire & medical calls that will later be used
to obtain Federal and State of California
grants for the fire district. This will also be
used to report to the public all that we are
doing with the fire district.

HERO.
